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Questions and answers

1. Where will the new centre be built?
The new building will be at Marshall Road in Devizes, on land next to Devizes NHS
Treatment Centre.

2. When will the new building be open?
Work started on site in May 2021 and the building will open to the public in Autumn
2022.

3. How much is the development going to cost?
£10.8m of capital funding has been allocated to this project.

4. What services will be provided from the building?
The building will accommodate a range of services including:

e Primary Care

e Urgent Care

e OQutpatient Services

e Phlebotomy

e Physiotherapy

e Audiology

e Podiatry

e Mental Health

e Diabetes/Endocrinology

5. Will there be a minor injury unit or accident and emergency unit at the
centre?

No. There is no minor injuries unit at the existing Devizes Community Hospital and

this will remain the case in the new building.

The building does however accommodate same day appointments for minor
illnesses giving patients improved access to urgent care

6. Will there be any inpatient beds at this centre?
No. There will be no beds at this centre.
